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Extended Abstract

1. Introduction

One of the new issues that has emerged in the new philosophy in the
social sciences is the unifying approach to these sciences. Influenced
by the admirable and admirable progress of the natural sciences in the
last few centuries, this mentality has prevailed in the scientific
community, which must be benefited from the method of natural
sciences in order to achieve similar progress in the social sciences.
Since there seems to be distinctions between the subject of the natural
and social sciences, the use of this method leads to some philosophical
and methodological questions.

The first approach advocates a
methodological unity that has an unified view of the nature of
different sciences. This group mainly uses the positivist and empirical
methods of the natural sciences in the social sciences. The second
approach does not consider naturalism to be sufficient in the social
sciences and speaks of a specific social science methodology that this
methodology must be subject to the subject of human studies and
complex human relationships.
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This article, while explaining the evidence of the naturalist group
in support of the method of naturalism and criticizing the challenges
ahead of a modified and critical approach, called Critical Naturalism.
Critical naturalism in the social sciences departs from positivist and
reduced approaches to the sciences, which do not pay attention to the
distinctions between the natural sciences and the social sciences, but
uses rational and rational nature as one of the methods of social
sciences along with other additional methods.

Research Question(s)

The question is an important philosophical question whether the
naturalistic approach of the natural sciences can be applied to the
social sciences? What challenges will we adopt this methodology in
the social sciences?

Two important historical traditions can be seen in the history of this
important discussion:

Naturalist tradition; Which is usually considered science in its
compliance with positivist principles. Generally, this method is
summarized in the method of empiricism, and given the importance of
this stream in the sciences, an important and inextricable link between
naturalism and positivist current is formed.

In contrast, the rival tradition of an anti -naturalist Hermeneutical
approach; It is based on radical distinction between the methodology
of natural and social sciences that originates from the idea of radical
distinction between their subjects.

In this article, critical analysis is used. Important perspectives on the
subject are critically evaluated, and finally the method adopted in this
article and the necessity of adopting this methodological approach are
discussed and examined.

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5. Discussion

The social sciences are faced with a complicated issue. Do they act the
same way in the face of the natural sciences or do they follow a
different order? Should they integrate into the natural sciences or
pursue different methodology and goals? It is not undeniable that the
social sciences are different from some aspects and areas of the
natural sciences, and some factors in the community or institutions
may affect his or her performance (Freezer, 1995: 279). These
considerations have led to some anti -realist approach. We use the
concept of critical naturalism to adopt a reasonable approach in social
science methodology. This concept can be taken into consideration in
several ways; Because it deals with the process of empiricism in the
natural sciences and uses the methods of natural sciences in the social
sciences, and in some ways, it has taken into account the important
criticism of the currents of naturalism and consider the specific
distinctions between the natural sciences and the social sciences.

6. Conclusion

1- There is a notion among many that naturalism considers equivalent
to positivist current. Although there is a lot of communication
between the two streams, the two are not equivalent.

2. Positive and reduced currents do not pay attention to the specific
distinctions between the natural sciences and the social sciences,
which is why they are not adequately compatible with the essence and
nature of the social sciences.

3. Depending on what to determine or explain which is the purpose of
the social sciences or how much the importance of theory in the
scientific process, it can play a decisive role in our methodology in the
social sciences.

4. The best method suggested in this article is the discussion of critical
naturalism. This methodology, while aware of the importance of the
natural sciences and its benefits in these sciences, is far from positivist
or reduced currents in the social sciences.

5. Critical naturalism is described as one of the proposed methods in
the social sciences, but contrary to many naturalists, it is not proposed
as a monopoly method in these sciences, but also advocates different
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methods of naturalism as well as the exclusive methods of social
science as complementary methods.
